4. REAP 1.0 Biannual Report

Chair Shapiro provided background information on the REAP 1.0 state funding program which
allocated SCAG $47 million in one-time funding to help local jurisdictions meet their housing goals
and increase housing production. He asked Ma’Ayn Johnson and Mike Dietz, SCAG staff, to provide
an overview, best practices and final update of the REAP 1.0 funding program and introduce a panel
of grant recipients to share outcomes and highlight lessons learned.

Presentations were provided by guest speakers, Joseph Dieguez, Senior Vice President at Kosmont
Companies, presentation: Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District projects funded through the
program; Wells Lawson, Deputy Executive Officer of Joint Development at LA Metro, presentation:
The Partnership for Housing Acceleration program; Mairany Anaya, Multimodal Mobility
Administrator at the San Bernardino County Council of Governments, presentation: Subregional
Partnership Program projects; and Melani Smith, Director of Regional Development at Gateway
Cities Council of Governments (GCCOG), presentation: The formation of the Gateway Housing Trust
Fund and other housing projects and tools.

Staff responded to the comments and questions expressed by the Councilmembers, including
responses to comments on effective outreach, the importance of Nexus studies in understanding
the actual costs of sustaining new development and housing in cities, and the need for tax
increment financing (TIF) funding. Additional comments focused on funding impediments to local
housing, and the continuation of legislative advocacy for more state funding for affordable housing
projects, not just regulatory changes.

The CEHD members thanked the presenters for their presentations.
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The comprehensive staff report was provided in the agenda packet. Copies of the presentations are
located on SCAG’s website.

Regional Conference and General Assembly on May 1-2, 2025, in Palm Desert, which was SCAG’s
diamond anniversary. He indicated that the General Assembly was an opportunity to gather with
local and regional leaders and collaborate on solutions for mobility, housing, the environment, and
our economy. He noted that additional information was available on the website and if anyone was
interested in sponsorship opportunities to contact SCAG Special Events Producer Perla Lopez.
