Goods movement supports 
approximately 576,000 jobs (or 1 in 20) 
in the Southern California region, 
including nearly $374 billion in direct & 
indirect business sales yearly.*  

Equitable stakeholder engagement plays 
an important role in shaping outcomes 
related to goods movement 
opportunities and impacts. 

Help communities connect to workforce development opportunities 
related to the goods movement industry through an inclusive and 
transparent engagement process, as well as identify and develop 
co-generated solutions to goods movement challenges.

Assess the opportunities and impacts of the goods movement 
industry in 6-8 communities that are quantifiably and 
disproportionately a�ected by industry activities and/or facilities. 

Pilot and evaluate innovative communication tools that can be 
replicated to create an equitable community engagement process 
on topics related to goods movement.

Provide community leaders and public o�cials  with an 
opportunities toolkit that includes strategies to reduce health 
and air quality impacts, resources for connecting to economic 
benefits, and best practices for equitable community engagement.
